Funds may not be used for
books, lab fees, childcare services or transportation costs. Applicants may be part- or full-time
students, both newly matriculating and currently enrolled in a degree program including the Liberal
Studies programs in Ukiah and Napa.

Selection is based on current standing in the program and on the potential for contribution to the
workforce upon graduation. Financial need is considered in the selection process. Criteria for the
scholarship include:

* Students must have been previously enrolled at a four-year institution and have experienced a
gap in their education of five or more years

* Students must be at the undergraduate level and pursuing their first baccalaureate degree

* Students must be able to demonstrate financial need not necessarily based on the FASFA

* Students must be of high academic standing

* Students must anticipate workforce participation for a significant period of time subsequent to
graduation
