THE UNIVERSITY:  Sonoma State University is one of the 23 campuses of the California

faculty. The University is organized into six schools: Arts and Humanities, Business and 
Economics, Education, Extended Education, Science and Technology, and Social Sciences. 
Within the traditional structure is an interdisciplinary program of liberal studies. The 
University offers bachelor's degrees in 42 fields and master's degrees in 15. 
  
THE DEPARTMENT:  The Department of Modern Languages & Literatures offers major and 
minor programs in French and Spanish, and a minor program in German, as well as occasional 
courses in other languages. Courses in modern languages are taught in the target languages, and 
functional control of all language skills is a primary goal at all levels of study.

RANK AND SALARY: Lecturer, (monthly full-time equivalent salary, $3456-$4650.  
Actual salary level is dependent upon number of units assigned, educational preparation, 
experience, and availability of funds.
