Hi Michael, Erik and Jon-

At this point, I cannot tweak my schedule to fit in an external committee.

As outlined below in my emails with Michael, we have tried to find me a
committee that would work. I even offered to not attend my internship for
once or twice a month to go to a committee meeting but found out that any
of that would hurt my grade/units for my internship so I cannot move that.

Because for 4 units I am required to do a certain amount of hours I cannot
move it or miss. Otherwise, if I got sick and did not go into work one day
etc. I would not make the hours for the class/internship. Also, because
this is my third internship I have different requirements than typical
COMS 499.

Senator Metzger: Budget Hearings; very informative. Also went to C.V.C. and brought up the Blood Drive. Were not in support of taking the Blood Drive off campus.

Executive Director Dickson: Off to Boston tonight to find a new JUMP community service coordinator. University Center planning is well on it’s way. More coming up next week. Design process is going on. Hick-up: The size of the footprint. Would be the second largest building on campus. 3-4 options floating around. If you would like to see them, they are in his office. Candidates and Elections: 13 Candidates. Everything is off limits in ASI when you are running for an office. There is no conversation within the offices AT ALL. ASI is officially out of this process. EVERYONE is watching. ALSO, Transition is coming. Exactly 8 weeks from today, transition will happen. Think about what information you want to give to the incomers on your way out of office. Budget process will not be pretty this year. Money is tight. University center is the primary reason for that.  

Senator Tice: 15 signed letters; social science and business and economics. In regards to the Major Fair. G.E. Subcommittee was short and sweet last week. If everything goes together, etc. Pass on the message about April 17th
Senator Dondero: March 17th power workshops will be held for students going to live off campus; sustainably. Went to a conference this weekend on sustainability. 

V.P.F. Kelley: Working on Budget. May have to dip into capital. Fee advisory meeting not too long ago. Interesting topics. For more info, talk to him. 

Speaker White: Cotati City Council Meeting, Chamber of Commerce meeting, through email found out that we lost our vote at the Chamber of Commerce due to some not showing up. Elections will not be held again until December. Also, a draft resolution was made on Senate Talk and not one comment was made on it. Next week, the WASC visiting team will be here. Asked that the meeting be ended at 3:00pm and we will all be here for the WASC committee. Also, invited to join WASC represenatives in the MPR from 3-350pm.
