3. Super Kids Camp will operate Monday through Friday.  




Extended Day Care Hours:
6:45 a.m. to 6:30 p.m 




Regular Camp Hours:

4. Pick up and drop off
a) For regular camp drop-off and pick up, camp counselors will be located at the front of the recreation center.  The nearest parking to the Recreation Center building is Parking Lot D.   Parents do not need a parking permit to drop off or pick up their child.  (this has changed from previous years) 
It would be greatly appreciated if you do not drop-off campers before 9:45 a.m. unless they are signed up for Extended Day Care. Then, the parent must accompany the camper to the Recreation Center.

b.
For camp pick-up, campers should be picked up promptly at 4:00 p.m in the same drop off location.  An additional charge will apply if parents pick their children up after 4:20 p.m. unless they are signed up for Extended Day Care.  

c. 
A SSU campus map can direct you to the Pick-up and Drop-off areas. (Download the SSU map on the SKC website or call/email and we will send you one.) 
d. For Extended Day Care, campers may be dropped off and picked up at any time during Extended Day Care.  Parents must drop-off and pick-up their child at the Recreation Center.  Pick-up after 6:30 p.m. will result in a late fee of one dollar per minute.


e. Smoking: Please note SSU’s policy:  No smoking within 20 feet of campus buildings, clustered outdoor seating and gathering areas, and outdoors patios/dining areas.

5.
Each article of clothing that your child or children brings should be labeled with his or her name.  Please have your child carry belongings in a small, labeled bag or backpack.  Belongings will be stored in unlocked and unsecured areas.

6.
If your child loses an item while at camp, please ask the Directors to check the SKC lost and found. We cannot guarantee the security of your child’s belongings.  We will make every effort to return forgotten articles each day.  

7.
Valuable items should not be brought to camp.  The Director or Assistant Directors will hold items not appropriate for camp based on his or her own judgment.
8.
Campers will need a T-shirt, shorts, socks, closed-toe shoes (no sandals please), a no-leak water bottle, and sunscreen.  A hat is advisable on hot, sunny days.  Since we will be outdoors as much as possible, it is recommended that campers bring a sweater or sweatshirt on cooler days.

9.
On Tuesdays and Fridays, campers will need to bring a swimsuit, towel, and sunscreen for the pool.  Campers may also bring water wings, but please do not bring any other water toys.  We will have some toys and floating devices at the pool for the campers. 
10.
Special arrangements for any late drop-off or an early pick-up must be made with the Camp Director or an Assistant Director.  However, we cannot make special arrangements on Wednesdays due to our field trip.   

11.
One Super Kids Camp T-shirt will be given to your child for participation in the camp this summer.  We cannot guarantee requested sizes in later camp sessions.  


12.
Super Kids Camp will provide a snack for each camper in the afternoon.  We 



ask that each camper bring his/her own lunch and, if needed, an extra snack



for extended care. 

13.
A weekly newsletter will be posted on our web site the Friday before each week.  The newsletter will describe our schedule for the week including our theme-related activities, field trip, and special event, and any other important announcements.

Our Sonoma Student Union Corporation Tax I.D. Number is 94-2341673; 
some families will need this for their 2009 tax returns.

 Absences:  If your child will be missing a day or more of camp that he or she is registered for, please notify the Camp Director or Assistant Directors at 664-3951 by 10:00 a.m. the day of the absence.  (The above number has a 24-hour message machine.)

BEHAVIOR CODE

Dear Super Kids and Families:


In order to ensure the safety of the campers and their ability to have a good time, it is necessary for all to follow a code of good behavior.  In order to assure that all campers' needs are met in this regard, we will let the campers themselves participate in the establishment of any additional behavior standards beyond the following:

DISCOURAGED:

I.
Disobedience and any form of defiant behavior.

II.
Any form of unwanted touching or hitting.

III.
Taunting and teasing of any sort.

IV.
Spitting and biting.

V.
Obscene language, gestures or actions.

VI.
Uncooperative attitudes.

ENCOURAGED:

I.
All campers should be supportive of each other.

II.
Good sportsmanship is encouraged.

III.
Friendship is highly encouraged.

IV.
Fun is always encouraged!

RESOLUTION OF BEHAVIOR CODE VIOLATIONS:


We will try to keep campers on the right track by encouraging good behavior through incentives and rewards instead of focusing on punishment for unacceptable behavior.  However, there will be a course of action for all behavior code violations.  The first stage will be a warning from the counselor.  The second stage will be a time out and warning from the Director’s or Assistant Director’s.  If the unacceptable behavior persists the parent will be called to talk with the child.  The third stage will be to place the child on a Behavior Contract agreed upon by the child, parent and Director/ Assistant Director.  Finally, if the behavior persists, the child will be suspended or removed from the camp session.  If the latter is the case, no refund will be given after the first three days of a given session.  

We reserve the right to take appropriate disciplinary actions depending on the severity of the discouraged behavior.


Thank you in advance for your cooperation in helping all the campers have a rewarding experience with the Super Kids Camp.  Please take the time to sit down with your child and promote discussion about what will be expected of them.
