HOW DO I TAKE THE WEPT THROUGH THE DSS OFFICE?

· Registered DSS students can take the WEPT exam with appropriate accommodations through the DSS office (in lieu of the Writing Center)

· Students must pay for the WEPT exam at customer service in the semester in which they are going to attempt the WEPT.

· Once the WEPT fee is paid, students should make an appointment with a DSS advisor to authorize accommodations for the WEPT exam.  RECEIPT OF PAYMENT FOR THE WEPT EXAM MUST BE BROUGHT TO THIS APPOINTMENT!

· Once WEPT accommodations have been authorized, students can schedule the WEPT through DSS according to proctor availability.  WEPT exams are offered throughout the semester excluding finals week and the first few weeks of the semester.  

· WEPT exams taken in the DSS office will be evaluated with all other WEPT exams according to the evaluation schedule published by the Writing Center.  WEPT evaluations are generally scheduled shortly after the published WEPT exams dates: http://www.sonoma.edu/writingcenter/wept/weptschedule.html
· DSS students who have completed the WEPT will receive notification from the Writing Center three to six weeks after the Writing Center offers the next WEPT exam: http://www.sonoma.edu/writingcenter/wept/weptschedule.html
