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Opening Weekend Parking Information

The parking spaces immediately adjacent to Village buildings will be restricted to 15
minute unloading only. After unloading, please move your vehicle to one of the non-
restricted parking areas — Parking Lots A, D, E, or F — so that other residents can unload
their cars. Please understand that due to the number of vehicles on campus during this
time, you may not be able to park initially in the parking lot closest to your village.

Parking is permitted only in designated spaces. Designated spaces are those with lines on
both sides. Parking in unmarked spaces creates safety hazards and can impede people or
vehicles from getting to their location. Vehicles parked in these spaces or in areas
designated for the disabled are subject to citation.

We strongly discourage the use of motor homes or trailers that do not fit in standard
parking spaces for transporting belongings. These types of vehicles are not allowed on
campus for overnight stay. Additionally, there is no designated parking for these vehicles
and they will not be permitted in the residence hall parking lots. If you have further
