Please read the information on this 

screen because it will help you 

navigate through the online system. 

This is as simple as A-B-C! 
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Start by pulling down the drop 
box and clicking on the 
application period that shows 
up. If you are a incoming first 
time freshman then it will say 
“2011 Fall First Time 
Freshmen”. If  you are an 
incoming transfer student then 
it will read “2011 Fall Transfer 
Student”. 
 
Once you select the application 
period the rest of the page will 
load. 

 

Read the information carefully 
because you are agreeing to a 
legally binding contract for the 
FULL ACADEMIC YEAR. For your 
convenience you can print the 
License Agreement terms and 
conditions and the Campus 
Housing Policies and 
Regulations. The picture of the 
License Agreement may look 
different on your screen 
because of computer systems. 
 
Enter your initials and the date 
you are accepting your 
contract. Then click “I/We 
Accept”. 

 

You will get this screen after 
clicking the accept button. 
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Proceed to Step 2. Click on B- 
Biographical Details and Living 
Area. Fields with red dots 
require data otherwise you will 
get an error message. 
 
If you need special 
accommodations due to a 
disability or medical condition 
you will need to complete a 
form through the Disability 
Services for Students office. 
They collect the information 
and then make a 
recommendation to us.  
 
If you have been convicted of a 
felony you will need to state 
why. Please do not use any 
special characters (i.e, @ or !). 

 

 
If you are a Transfer student 
you will only complete the 
questions in black.  
 
First Time Freshmen (FTF) will 
complete the information in 
green. 
 
You can only pick one Living 
Area. If you are interested in 
the Freshman Interest Group 
(FIG) you will need to complete 
the other two questions (ONLY 
IF YOU INDICATED FIG). 
 
Click Continue once you are 
done.

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You will get this screen after 
clicking the Continue button.

Within 5 business days you will 
receive an email granting you 
access to select your room type 
which would be specific to the 
living area you requested. 
These are requests only. We try 
our best to honor your requests 
however, we do not guarantee 
room assignments. Your 
placement will be unknown 
until we make the room 
assignment in mid-July . Priority 
for the assignment is based on 
when you paid your housing 
down payment. The approval 
into one of the living-learning 
communities (FIG, FYE, and 
MOSAIC), is based on first 
come.
