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Getting Started 
Residents currently living on-campus and interested in campus housing for 

next year will participate in a three step process: reapplying, selecting a room, 

and securing the space. The first two steps will take place online through our 

housing system. 

Reapply Ò Room Selection ÒSecure 

 
Whoªs Eligible? 
Eligible residents are those who currently live on-campus for Spring 2009 and 

have not received a disciplinary sanction of Loss of Housing or an eviction 

notice for lack of payment. If you are unsure if you want to live on-campus, it 

is in your best interest to reapply. Students who are considering CSA or RSA 

positions need to reapply in case they are not selected into the leadership 

role. 

 

Special Considerations 
Students registered with DSS and needing special accommodations must also 

reapply for campus housing. In addition to reapplying, you will need to 

contact Disability Services for Students at (707) 664-2677 to re-register with 

them or register for the first time. The required DSS paperwork will need to 

be completed with DSS by March 6th. 

 

Preparing Your Computer 
Students will be able to access the website from either an on or off-campus 

location. In order to fully view the application screens, please follow the 

recommendations below: 

} Supported browsers are Internet Explorer and Firefox. 

} If you try to use an unsupported browser the system will 

prevent you from starting the process. 

} Configure your browser to allow pop-ups. 

} Enable all ActiveX controls in your browser under the 

Tools section. 

 

Reapplication Period 
In order to be considered for campus housing, you must reapply between 

March 2 nd and March 6th . The website will be available starting Monday, 

March 2nd at 10:00 a.m. and will close at 4:30 p.m. on Friday, March 6th. This 

is not a first come , first offered priority system. You can reappl y 

anytime during the period.  To prevent overloading the system, we 

request you to reapply according to the following schedule: 

 Cabernet, Zinfandel, Verdot start at 10:00 a.m. March 2nd  

 Sauvignon   start at 1:00 p.m. March 2nd  

 Beaujolais   start at 3:00 p.m. March 2nd 
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Reapplying After the Deadline 
Students will continue to have access to the website after the deadline. 

Applications received after 4:30 p.m. on March 6th will be considered late and 

will be placed in date/time received order at the end of the appointment 

times.

Appointment Times - Who Will Be Offered Space 
After residents reapply, students will be assigned randomly generated 

appointment times. Given the opening of Tuscany Village, we anticipate being 

able to accommodate all students wanting to live on-campus for an additional 

year. If we receive an overwhelming high amount of applications, we may 

need to start a waiting list. 

 

Room Selection 
Students will receive an offer letter via their campus email account by March 

12th. The letter will indicate their room selection appointment time, which 

will be the earliest time the student can log on to select a room.  

 

There will be two days for students to select a place to live next year. Room 

selection will take place on Tuesday, March 17 th  and Wednesday, 

March 1 8th . 

 

Special Note: Students who live off-campus will be eligible to participate in the 

online selection phase this year. In order to do so, they must submit a Housing Plans 

(paper version not online) to our office by 4:30 p.m. on March 6th. So if you have 

friend that you want to live with next year, but they currently live off-campus you 

need to have them complete the Housing Plans and submit to us by the deadline of 

March 6th.  They will receive appointment times after all the current residents; 

however, you will be able to pull them into your room when you log on to select a 

room. 

 

Where Can I Live? 
Residents can choose from Hillside Villages or Colombard in Sauvignon 

Village.  Beaujolais Village can be reserved with the exception of spaces in 

Classico which will house new transfer students. The new living learning area 

called Second Year Experience (SYE) will be either in Veneto or Mosel.

Tours 
Tours of Hillside Villages will be available March 3-5th during the day. Students 

will have the opportunity to see the newly constructed Tuscany apartment; as 

well as tour an apartment in Beaujolais apartment. Food and prizes will be 

given away during the Open House so mark your calendars so you donõt miss 

this chance.  

 

How Do I Reserve A Space With My Friends? 
Students will have the opportunity to pick other applicants as room and 

housemates, as long as they have been offered space. Since each student will 

receive an appointment time, the individual with the earliest appointment 

time with log into the ResidentWeb, pick an apartment, assign a bedroom, 

and add students to the other bedspaces if they have others that they want to 

live with. If you just want to sign up by yourself, no problem you wonõt need 

to complete the extra steps. 

 

Offer Confirmation 
After you book a room, you will receive an Offer Confirmation and a 

Housing License Agreement. Please follow the instructions for submitting 

your Housing License Agreement and reservation deposit by April 10th.

The rates for Beaujolais and Sauvignon for the 2009-2010 academic year are 

listed below. A complete fee schedule will be available with the Housing 

License Agreement. 

 Beaujolais, Sauvignon, and Tuscany Single ............. $8,411.00 

 Sauvignon and Tuscany Double ............................... $6,706.00 

 

Looking Ahead 
Itõs essential that you meet all the deadlines for reapplying, selecting a room 

and securing your assignment in order to successfully reserve a space for 

next year.  Here are dates for future events: 

} If you are offered a space, you will select a room starting March 17th. 

} If you select a room either on March 17th or 18th you will be required to 

return your Housing License Agreement and reservation deposit no 

later than April 10th. 

} If you are offered a space and do not select a room on March 17th or 

18th, we will cancel your 2009-2010 application around March 20th.
