	8. Historic relevance: what happened here?

Philadelphia is a historic city that helped America gain independence.  For several centuries people have and continue to immigrate to the United States for one purpose, freedom.  The National Liberty Museum honors famous heroes as well as the unsung heroes who fought for liberty around the world, not just in the United States.  The museum uses art to recognize historical struggles for freedom as well as helping patrons think about how they can help preserve liberty today, in modern times.  

	9. Educational Implications:  how can this be used in the classroom?


The National Liberty Museum’s goal is to teach patrons that liberty is a right that is delicate.  The importance of teaching students to respect diversity through tolerance is one theme of the museum.  The “Jellybelly Children” exhibit symbolizes the idea that everyone is different and everyone should be treated with respect.  The museum shows examples of people in history fighting for freedom (Anne Frank are Nelson Mandela two common people remembered for protesting discrimination).  Making fun of others is just one example of emotional violence that can lead to someone feeling unsafe.  This is an idea that teachers can discuss with students that is appropriate for today’s world.  The National Liberty Museum wants classroom teachers to demonstrate to students the importance of showing respect for diversity and fighting to make sure everyone is given liberty.

	10. Connecting it to something bigger…
This country is made up of immigrants.  At some point in history everyone immigrated to the United States.  Therefore discussing immigration from a historic perspective as well as a current event perspective is important.  Society and culture in the United States changes as different groups of people move to the United States.  Look at what happened to the Native American Nations after Europeans began to reside in the new land.  Resources were being used differently and new goods were introduced into trade.  When the Chinese immigrated to California during the gold rush, suddenly the railroad was introduced as a form of transportation.  New laws were created to show discrimination and a lack of freedom.  During the Holocaust, the United States refused to accept refugee ships and as a result hundreds of people were forced to go to a location that ended up being invaded by the Nazis troops.  Yet during that same war, women were expected to leave the household and go to work to help the war effort.  Yet after the war, women were expected to go back to the home while the men worked and women had to fight for freedom once again.  The National Liberty Museum wants people to realize that this country was built on the idea of freedom, yet some choices people make hurt others liberty and ultimately changes the community, the country and the world.
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
