Development of the Modern World

The subject matter of this course is the history of the world from the fifteenth century until the present. One goal is to acquaint you with the major events and ideas that have influenced the world since c. 1500. At the same time, the course will introduce you to some of the different kinds of materials and methods used by historians to reconstruct, analyze and understand those events. Obviously, such a huge span of time and territory cannot be covered in detail. Our strategy will be to focus on certain selected events and documents as a means to explore the major influences that have created our contemporary global society.

Evaluation:


Grades will be based on short answer exams on the identification items found at the end of the syllabus, take-home essay exams on the assigned books, and quizzes on the readings linked to the syllabus. Everyone will be tested on Schivelbusch. Students can choose to do their second essay on either A Child from the Village or So Sad to Fall in Battle. Topics for the take-home essays will be handed out in class two weeks before due. The essays must be typed, double-spaced, and use page numbers in parentheses to note pages in the assigned book where you found the evidence to support your essay. 


Short-answer exams will require a blue book. Your answers must reflect both the themes covered in lecture and material from the text, not what you looked up on the internet or found in an encyclopedia. There will be two exams, a mid-term and a final. 


Those who do poorly on the first take-home exam can submit a take-home essay on the third book to take the place of the first take-home essay. The additional essay will only serve to replace a lower grade on the Schivelbusch essay. Take-home exams will each be worth 30 percent of your final grade, the short-answer exams will count for 15 percent each, and quizzes are worth five percent each.  


Success in the class will require that you do the readings and complete all assignments on time. No make-up exams will be given and no late work accepted without a written doctor’s excuse. Students are responsible for all the information given in class, including any changes in timing of exams, content of the syllabus, and all course content. The exams are designed to test you on the material presented in lecture, in the additional readings on the syllabus, and any films shown in class, so regular attendance and taking careful notes is strongly advised. A grade of incomplete will not be given for any reason other than a valid and documented medical excuse and then only to students who have completed at least half the course with a grade of C or better.
