As I said earlier I felt that I had a “normal” educational experience, but again I am finding out that my experience was far from that. My school was not diverse, and did not reflect the reality in many schools that receive new immigrants. Miller and Tanner (1995) state that:

The waves of immigration have led to an increasingly diverse school population and have created a new set of problems. Today, with children from such diverse backgrounds, schools are inadequately prepared to serve the needs of the students who are arriving in increasing numbers. The challenges associated with the new immigrants are numerous. Problems now exist that are related to desegregation, multicultural education, higher-quality education, and bilingual education. As the population of our schools becomes more and more diverse, the most appropriate ways to educate this fascinating heterogeneous population must be sought. (Miller & Tanners, 1995. p. 671)

Miller and Tanners are saying that is it becoming “normal” for schools to have more and more immigrants and for them to be very diverse. I have never been to a diverse school, you could almost count the number of minorities that I have been to school with on your fingers. According to Miller and Tanners (1995) that would be do to the fact that the schools I went to were located in high income suburban neighborhoods, where one finds a lower proportion of immigrants. I also wonder what I might have missed or what challenges I did not face, by not growing up with students from different cultures.
