· Education #1 - early learning, (pgs 20-27; 35) 

· Education #2 - K-12 education (pgs 20-23; 28-31; 35) 
· Education #3 - after school programs (pgs 20-23; 32-33; 35) 
· Cross System Issues - childhood obesity - (pgs 42-47) 

· Cross System Issues  - child safety (pgs 48-53)
